Western Kenya GIS Training
GIS unit organized two training workshop in Kisumu for both ICRAF and KARI staffs. The two training courses of a week long were conducted on 25-29th June 2007 and 27-31st August 2007 attracted a total of over 20 participants.

Training Module 1 (Introductory to GIS and GPS) items (25-29th June 2007):

Day1: Introduction to GIS data capture and GPS

Day 2: GPS data capture and downloading (using Ozi-explorer)

Day 3: User of ArcView in Data display (Vector, Rater, and GPS data)

Day 4 & 5: GPS data downloading and uploading and exchange in GIS and GPS receivers.

Objectives 

At the end of the training module 1, the participants would be able:
(1) To Learn and understand basic concepts and principles of GIS and GPS, historical and current development trends, diversity in uses and cost impacts.

(2) To Understand and participate in GPS and Ozi –explorer settings, data capture and download.

(3) To understand and operate ArcView software in displaying different data formats, out put products via layout items.

(4) To master and operate GPS-GIS links downloading-uploading procedures via Ozi-explorer and ArcView and out GPS with existing maps.
Training Module 2 (Spatial Analysis) items (27-31st August 2007):

Day 1: Review ArcView items (Project, View, Theme, Table, and Layout)

Day 2: Data geo-reference and map projection

Day 3: Geo-processing and spatial analysis tools

Day 4 & 5: Spatial modeling and data characterization

Objectives 

At the end of the training module 2, the participants would be able:

(1) Recapture keys GIS items from training model 1 and operate ArcView in data display and outputs.
(2) Understand and perform map projections and data geo-referencing within ArcView tools and modules.

(3) Learn and use different spatial analysis tools for different GIS related activities.

(4) Learn and uses spatial modeling concepts for different applications areas.
