This survey was carried out in Nyando District and within 11 sublocations and this is with the following number of households visited from each

8. Moro-7

9. Rarieda-6

A total of 156 households were visited with Jimo East recording the highest number of interviews. This is because Jimo is very widespread compared to the other sub locations.

Shortcomings;
