Observations

Some plots have trees which are almost 2m tall (Ndori primary)
Tree variability within the same plot; this has been attributed by various factors such as: under lying surface bedrock, spotted fertility levels within a particular plot/farm, manure quality used (preparation and storage methods used being an issue) and to some extend the size of the holes prepared by the farmer(s).
Concerns

There’s need to start various parameters measurements such as height, root color diameter, number of internodes/branches, canopy cover among other parameters

Pruning to follow for trees such as Grevillea and Sena siamea which have developed branches and may hinder them from growing taller hence leading to poor timber production
