I wish to thank our team leader for having accepted and allowed us to continue with the training of farmers on tree management practices suggested to her. The impact of the training is currently visible. Most farmers are really struggling to manage their plots well unlike before.
Signs of hope

A farmer (Jacob Ocholla Oyuga) and a youth group (Otodo) from Wagai east and Ndori sub location respectively having interest in trees, requests to be trained on tree nursery establishment and management from the project. This is welcoming information and positive indicator towards tree planting demand arising in Lower yala block. 
The same is observed when farmers are seen extending their plots and request more seedlings for aforestation. Some farmers have gone as far as purchasing their own seedlings in addition to what we gave out to plant.
Observations

Termite is still a big threat to trees (exotic) planted

Disease and pest attack
Albizia:-drying from its tips while the stem enlarges towards tip too (observed from some plots.)
Croton macrostachyus: - curling of leaves (observed from some plots)

Makhamia: - boring of leaves (observed from some plots)
