 The main objective of the work is to identify the badly degraded areas for rehabilitation and plots for screening trials in Nyando river basin (block).

The degraded areas that we have selected for the rehabilitation are as follows;

The farmers in the degraded areas have shown some interest in the rehabilitation of the areas by use of food for work approach except in Likuenyi where we have not yet visited and talked to the farmers concerned. 
In Kokoto one of the farmers by name Thomas Onyango whose plot is affected by the degradation had advice us that it was good to involve them in the rehabilitation process instead of bringing outsiders to work in the site, also the area headman by name Maurice Adero Odeda expressed the same concern. They wanted their group instead to be involved in the work. The other concern they have was the desilting of the Kokoto dam and helping them advance their nursery they have started as a group.
