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Farmers’ preferences 
Franzel et al (2008) reported on a farmer preference survey of indigenous fruit trees in the 
miombo woodlands of Southern Africa. S.cocculoides was regarded as the most important 
species in Tanzania and Zimbabwe by 64% and 78% farmers respectively. It was the third most 
important indigenous fruit tree species in Malawi and Zambia and was mentioned by 32% and 
52% farmers respectively.
